Part 2. The Body Machine: Body Facts

Activity 1: Presentation


Description

T retrieves the work done in part 1  and gives the title of part 2 trying to elicit previous knowledge from the students.

General objectives

To revise content previously dealt with.

To share previous knowledge about the new topic by answering orally to the teacher’s questions in a whole class situation. 

Procedure

· Step 1: T starts conversation about what they have learnt in part 1, writing a list on the blackboard.

· Step 2: T introduces the concept of Body Facts asking the students if they could give any (any language allowed at this point). T paraphrases in correct English. 

· Step 3: T presents Part 2 planning and explains what is going to be done in each activity.

· Step 4: Ss copy Part 2 planning.

Activity 2: Evolution of the Human Body


Description

Reading and matching different stages in human evolution with description.

General objectives

To show interest and motivation to learn more, both content and language.
Procedure

· Step 1: T sets up the task by asking if they think that humans have always had the same physical appearance.

· Step 2 : T introduces the term “human evolution” to name that process of changes.

· Step 3: T distributes handouts and reads the first part to ss.

· Step 4: Ss in pairs do the task.

· Step 5: The whole group with the teacher checks the result of the activity.

· Step 6: Ss fill in the human family tree with the help of the texts.

Activity 3 : The Human Machine


Description

· Step 2: Each text has a listening activity proposal.

· Optional: If organising the class this way is too difficult, you could choose a couple of texts and do them with the whole group.

Activity 4 : Body Trivia Fact File


Description

 Ss in groups read all the texts (one text per group) and search for information in the different reference sources available to prepare a set 5 questions per body system.

General objectives

To show general understanding of the subject by devising questions and presenting work orally.

Procedure

· Step 1: Revise the instructions for the fact file  with them making sure they understand the procedure.

· Step 2: Group the students in mixed-ability groups according to number of body systems  (including human evolution texts on handout h2.1 )and number of ss in the class.

    There should be 6 groups : 5 body systems and evolution.

· Step 3: SS think of 5 questions per system and write them in small cards .

· Step 4: Ss prepare the answers as well and write them as long sentences to be posted in the classroom.

Activity 5 : Final Task: The Quiz


Description

 Ss play a quiz with the questions they have prepared in groups.

General objectives

To cooperate in order to share information about the subject.

Procedure

Step 1: T can set the quiz in different ways:
Version a) Ss play the quiz in groups; the winner is the group’s representative for the final. In the final, all representatives play against each other.

Version b) Divide the class in 2 groups A and B and assign each student a number ( A 1….; B1….)They take turns to play against each other. The group that answers most questions correctly is the winner.
