Part 2. Ancient Civilisations: Rome

Activity 1: Romulus and Remus


Description

Ss check what they did in the previous part and do the planning for this part of the unit. Ss are introduced to the subject of ancient Rome by reading the story of Romulus and Remus and illustrating it.

General objectives

To share previous knowledge about the new topic by answering to the teacher’s questions in a whole class situation.

To show interest and motivation to learn more, both content and language.
Procedure

· Step 1: Ss check what they did in the previous part and give their opinion about the different activities they did.

· Step 2:T shows Ss the picture of Romulus and Remus on the cover of the reader but covering the title. Lets tem talk and then tells them that shows a statue of a she-wolf and the twins Romulus and Remus the mythic founders of Rome.

· Step 3: First reading of the booklet by the teacher along with the students.

· Step 4: Second reading by the students individually and bit by bit and illustrating it to show general understanding of the story. 

· T present part 2 and Ss write the planning.

Activity 2: Timeline and Location


Description

Ss listen or read to a Power Point presentation of some relevant facts related to Roman civilisation; then locate Rome on the map and make their own timeline.

General objectives

To learn about time and geographical location of Ancient Rome.
To show general understanding of the topic by producing and presenting  timelines and posters that will be displayed in an exhibition.
Procedure

· Step 1: Ss read and listen to some of the most important facts in Ancient Roman History. While listening, they try to complete a timeline of Ancient Rome by putting some facts in chronological order.

· Step 3: Ss look at  a map of Ancient Rome that they can find in the dossier. They guess which continent it is. 

· Step 4: In small groups they share their timelines and make a joint timeline. A representative of each group is appointed.
· Step 4: The reps get together and by sharing their ideas they make a class timeline.

Activity 3: Daily life.


Description

Ss in groups read and look for information about daily life in Ancient Rome.

General objectives

To learn general aspects related to daily life in Ancient Rome.

To search for the necessary information

To show general understanding of the topic by producing and presenting posters and works of art that will be displayed in an exhibition.
Procedure

· Step 1: Ss are organised in small groups. Each group is given a set of questions. They have to find information in the dossier about those questions.

· Step 2: SS are going to prepare a poster stating the main aspects of daily life in Rome using the categories in the dossier. The poster should include:
· Pictures showing different daily life aspects 

· Short texts summarising the information

This poster will be used at the exhibition.
· Step 3: Each ss can be in charge of a particular category of daily life and that way the teacher can individualise writing about it for the poster.

Activity 4: Art


Description

Ss learn about Roman art and its symbolism by answering a multiple choice quiz after viewing some pieces of art work.

General objectives

To learn about art in Ancient Rome.

To search for the necessary information
To show general understanding of the topic by producing and presenting posters and works of art that will be displayed in an exhibition.
Procedure

· Step 1: Each group is given a picture of a piece of art work. They say what it is or what  they think it is.

· Step 2: Then each group is given a multiple choice exercise they have to answer.

· Step 3: With the correct answers and the info from the dossier, they write a caption for their picture including what it is, what it was made for, what it represents and what materials were used in it.

· The pictures and the captions are saved for the exhibition.

Activity 5: Language: Romance languages


Description

Ss classify languages according to similarities to Latin and try to guess what European languages are and which ones are not direct descendants of Latin.
General objectives

To learn about the language of ancient Rome and its linguistic legacy in Europe. 

To search for the necessary information

To show general understanding of the topic by producing and presenting posters that will be displayed in an exhibition.

Procedure

· Step 1: Teachers decide what language use (days of the week, months… and in which languages: German, Basque, …) and prepare cards with those words.
· Step 2: T asks ss to say the days of the week and/or months in English and places on b/b the corresponding words in Latin.

· Step 3: Learners in groups are handed out the rest of the cards at random.

· Step 4: They try to guess what languages those words belong to.

· Step 3: The whole class share their guesses by placing the cards on the b/b and filling in Venn diagrams corresponding to the different languages.

· Step 5: Ss in small groups write glossaries Latin-English, Latin-Basque, Latin-Spanish, etc. highlighting the words derived from Latin.

Activity 6: Legacy: Roman roads


Description

Ss hypothesize  about where the roads starting in Rome led and about the past and present importance and influence of the Roman road system .

General objectives

To learn about technology and communication in Ancient Rome. 

To search for the necessary information

To show general understanding of the topic by producing and presenting  posters that will be displayed in an exhibition.
Procedure

· Step 1: The students are reminded of the concept of legacy.
· Step 2: T writes the following saying on the board: All roads lead to Rome and tell the Spanish or Basque equivalent and talk about it.

· Step 3: Ss in groups of four are given h.2.6 handout. They distribute tasks: two student focus on map activity; the other two on road construction.

· Step 4: Looking at the maps in the dossier and handouts, they try to determine several routes on the map. Meanwhile, the students engaged in road building, read the text and match the explanations to the pictures.

· Step 5: The class share their findings and present route maps and posters (or real displays using transparent plastic boxes, sand, stones…)
