				Procedure


Step 1: Ss read and listen to some of the most important facts in Ancient Maya History (� HYPERLINK "P6U2%20h.3.2.%20Maya%20timeline/P6U2%20h.3.2.%20maya%20timeline.ppt" ��power point H 3.2�). While listening, they try to complete a timeline of the Ancient Maya in the correct order.


Step 3: Ss look at  a map of Ancient Maya lands that they can find in the � HYPERLINK "P6%20U2%20h.3.3.%20Maya%20dossier.doc" ��dossier (H 3.3)�. They guess which  continent it is. 


Step 4: In small groups they share their � HYPERLINK "../GENERAL%20HANDOUTS/P6%20U2%20h.0.20.%20Timeline%20template.ppt" ��timelines� and make a joint timeline. A representative of each group is appointed.


Step 4: The reps get together and by sharing their ideas they make a class timeline.
