			Procedure


Step 1: T gives the written instructions of a dice game (� HYPERLINK "P6U3 h.3.3.instructions game.doc" ��H.3.3�) Ss in groups read them and explain to the rest what they understood.


Step 2: They play the game (� HYPERLINK "P6U3 h.3.4 conditions for life game board.doc" ��H.3.4�) with the teacher in a big group and they check if they understood it properly or not.


Step 3: While they play Ss have to take notes about the characteristics they get from the game.


Step 4: T gives � HYPERLINK "P6U3 h.3.5.conditions for life.doc" ��H.3.5�. handout with some information about conditions for life. Ss compare the characteristics they have with the information given in this text. In the end they have to explain to the rest of the group what their planets are like and if life is possible there or not and why.
