






Activity 2.3: “Bend it like Beckham”





Description


     Students watch the film “Bend it like Beckham” and carry out some tasks in order to become aware of the importance of making the right decisions in life. 


General aim


To make students reflect on how important it is to express what they like and what they don’t so as to make the right decisions regarding their lives.


To expose learners to English language input.


Procedure


Step 1: before watching the film: in groups, students make a list of the factors that influence young people when they have to make an important decision about their lives. After every group has read theirs, and the results have been written on the blackboard, students work in groups again to produce a mind map that represents the outcomes of the whole class. Step 2: while watching the film, students are given a photocopy with some memorable sentences from the film. They have to write the name of the person who says the sentence beside it. (Handout 2.3a)


Step 3: after watching the film students work in groups again. They have to fill in a chart to gather some relevant information about the main characters. Then, they share their opinions with the other groups and finally they have to write about one of the main characters, focusing on the consequences of his/her decisions.
