






Activity 2.4: “Acting out”





Description: Students are given some troublesome situations and they have to write and then act the roles.


General aim: 


To write role-plays following the given instructions. 


To understand the difference between Reported and Direct Speech. 


To reflect about problems and offer solutions.


Procedure:


Step 1: Students are given their roles and questions to find their partner. Once in pairs and after reading the stage they have been assigned, they follow the instructions in their role cards to write their roles. 


Step 2: They rehearse their roles and act them out in front of their peers.


Step 3: After each of the role plays, Ss fill in the role play sheet describing what the problem is, giving possible solutions and choosing the best one among all the suggested ones.
