



Activity 3.4: “Let’s ask the Human Rights workers”


Description: 


Students reflect upon internet security and then write an e-mail to an NGO asking for information about it. They learn how to write a proper request.





General aim: 


To reflect upon the pros and cons of using the net.


To send write a formal request asking for information.


To learn the structure of an e-mail as a distinctive type of text





Procedure:


Step 1:  Students answer a quiz about security on the net, first individually, then they get in groups to check their answers and match each question of the quiz with one of the tips in the “cyber security tips” poster.


Step 2: In small groups students write and send a request e-mail to an NGO of their choice. They have to follow the request and e-mailing tips provided.
