



Activity 3.9: “I have a dream”


Description


Writing and delivering a short speech on a particular Human Rights issue


General aim


To become aware of the fact that we have the need to promote and practice tolerance, peace and understanding to be able to live together in an interdependent world as active citizens.


To be able to produce different types of texts,  such as  e-mails and journalistic reports, oral statements and justifications of opinions,  following the structure and type of language required.


Procedure


Step 1: Write Martin Luther King on the board and let them talk about him  (� HYPERLINK "h 3.6.a Human rights heroes and heroines.doc" ��h3.6 Human Rights heroes and heroines�) : Explain the setting of the speech (� HYPERLINK "Appendix 5 I have a dream The complete address Martin Luther King.doc" ��Appendix 5�) .


Step 2: Play the audio and learners fill in the gaps (h.3.9.� HYPERLINK "h.3.9.a  I also  have a dream.doc" ��a� &� HYPERLINK "h.3.9.b I Have a Dream-Audio excerpt.mov" ��b�). It is also in Encarta  and i9n the following website: http://www.stanford.edu/group/King/


Step 3: Set the rest of the acts in the handout with them doing the reflection together and letting them share  their answers with the class.


Step 4: Give them the last page of the handout and let them read the instructions and once they have understood the instructions set a time date for the final presentations.
