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Introduction

About this unit

Taking care of others is a unit of sequenced activities intended to last for one term. 

This unit consists of 9 separate activities, representing different stages and functions of the general learning process:

· Finding out previous knowledge about the topic

· Fostering learner motivation

· Exposing learners to new knowledge

· Researching information

· Integrating learning

Every activity comprises a series of tasks or sub-activities.  These tasks and sub-tasks are not equal in depth and length and are designed to deal with the proposed subject content and language skills. 

These activities are linked in a progressive sequence towards the completion of a final product, which is shared by the whole group, cooperatively accomplished and rich enough to incorporate the work and learning developed through a given period of time.

The last activity is always an individual assessment proposal where learners have to show the progress made in both subject and language content.

General Aims

· To motivate students to learn in English.

· To foster awareness on the importance of one’s and others own well being and to research about issues such as: 

· Human rights

· Current world situation and sustainable development

· Personal involvement and responsibility

· To prepare students to approach research and learning in English, and to help them realise that English can be their main tool of communication in a global and multicultural world.

· To develop students’ attitudes so that they become active and autonomous towards their own school learning, both of content and language.

· To help students feel the connection and value of this learning for their own lives.

Final Products

· Collective final product: Our magazine

Students in groups are going to design a magazine publication for their own NGO. In the magazine students will integrate all the written production through the unit.

· Individual final product: I have a dream

Delivering a speech stating their commitment to the community.

Objectives

1. To become aware of the fact that we have the need to promote and practice tolerance, peace and understanding to be able to live together in an interdependent world as active citizens.

2. To understand that democracy is based on the principles of cooperation, non-violence and respect for human rights .
3. To be able to get information from sources in English, written and audiovisual and/or on-line.

4. To be able to produce different types of texts,  such as  e-mails and journalistic reports, oral statements and justifications of opinions,  following the structure and type of language required.

5. To be able to carry out classroom interactions in English, leading to the completion of the required tasks.

6. To be able to present both orally and in written form the outcomes of the final products assigned.

7. To be able to develop critical judgment about different and important issues affecting the world

Description of the activities

Each of the following 9 activities is described in one page, following a basic frame, which includes a brief account of the contents and the procedure. When we use the following abbreviation S2 U3 we mean Secondary 2nd year unit 3. Activities have been numbered 3.1, 3.2, … 3.9, in reference to the number of the unit (3) and to the order of the activity within the proposed sequence:

Title

Description: A very brief account of the activity

Aim: In terms of general learning, integrating linguistic contents and Geology and Earth Sciences content as well as attitudinal development.

Procedure: A series of suggested steps and tasks to carry out the activity

Materials: The basic materials needed to carry out the activity as well as some references to optional materials relevant to the topics and tasks proposed in the activity.

Linguistic skills: the skill or skills mostly targeted in the activity.

Approximate timing of the activity considering the current timetable of English (3 sessions per week).

Handouts
Handouts are materials for the students. They are crucial to carry out the activity although they can be replaced by similar materials. They are provided in easy printable and photocopiable format. 

The handouts are linked to the activity they belong to, so that they are easy to identify and find. When two or more handouts are necessary to one activity, they are numbered a, b, c, etc. For example: Handout 2.1 Survey

Activity 3.1: Human Rights

Description

Mainly reading comprehension activity  that presents the main content for this unit: the concept of human rights and its history.

General aim

To understand that democracy is based on the principles of cooperation, non-violence and respect for human rights .

To be able to develop critical judgment about different and important issues affecting the world
Procedure

· Step 1: Before presenting the dossier on human rights. Work on the concept of Human rights on the board with the whole group. Write the word Human Rights  on the board and ask them to throw in which ones they think that are the main rights we possess for the merely fact of being human . At his point accept all their suggestions (obviously not the really outrageous ones)

· Step 2. Make them copy the resulting conceptual map in their notebooks. 

· Step 3: Present the dossier (h.3.1.a)and explain to them that consists of 3 parts: A short history of Human Rights, The Declaration  of the Thirty Articles of the United Nations  an finally some real stories of children and teenagers Human Rights Workers. A good idea could be to give them the first part to read a homework at home. It’s not difficult and the could do it on their own.

· Step 4: The dossier has a handout (h.3.1.b) with reading task for each of the parts of the dossier. The first part has activities 1, 2, 3 to be done individually or in pairs.

· Step 5: The third part of the dossier the real cases is to be distributed among the learners so each one has only one case and after reading it completes activity  4 in the dossier.

Activity 3.2: Human rights and NGOs

Description

Listening activity aimed at identifying main elements in a brief description of an NGO: aims, field of work, date of foundation, and logo.

General aim

To become aware of the fact that we have the need to promote and practice tolerance, peace and understanding to be able to live together in an interdependent world as active citizens.

Procedure

· Step 1: Listening. Students are given Handout 3.2a They are told that in this first listening they just have to complete the name of the NGO. Some of them have already the name in the logo, so that makes activity quite manageable.

· Step 2: Listening again. Students listen to the text again but this time in pairs they complete the second item in the chart related to field of work and the date of birth.

· Step 3: Students gather in fours and check their answers. Then they are given the written version of the text in Handout 3.2b. They complete the information about the aim of the NGO.

Activity 3.3 To feel at home

Description

     Students reflect upon refugees and watch a documentary about seven refugees’ lives. Afterwards, they write an essay.

General aim
To learn who refugees are and about their experiences.

To gather some information through listening.

To write an account of peoples’ lives.

Procedure
· Step 1 Before watching. In small groups, students reflect upon who refugees are and locate on the world map the countries they come from.

· Step 2: While watching. Individually, students watch the documentary and fill a chart with the information about one of the refugees.

· Step 3: After watching. Individually, students write an essay about the refugees lives.

Activity 3.4  Let’s ask the Human Rights workers

Description: 
Students reflect upon internet security and then write an e-mail to an NGO asking for information about it. They learn how to write a proper request.

General aim: 
To reflect upon the pros and cons of using the net.

To send write a formal request asking for information.

To learn the structure of an e-mail as a distinctive type of text
Procedure:
· Step 1:  Students answer a quiz about security on the net, first individually, then they get in groups to check their answers and match each question of the quiz with one of the tips in the “cyber security tips” poster.

· Step 2: In small groups students write and send a request e-mail to an NGO of their choice. They have to follow the request and e-mailing tips provided.

Activity 3.5: A difficult world
Description: Students carry out a research on the most important conflicts  in the world nowadays. 
General aim: To become aware of the great problems humankind is facing all over the world and especially in the poorest and least developed countries. 
Procedure
· Step 1: Brainstorm the main conflicts Europeans had to face during the 19th and 20th centuries. (handout 3.5a) The students can go back to Sec.1 Unit 2 Act.2 “Sources of conflict”,  think if some of these conflicts are  the same  nowadays and then point out the new ones they can think of.

· Step 2: Research on the main issues underlined here. ( handout 3.5b) The materials below will be available for the students to carry out this research. Then they will match the issues with the correspondent articles of the Declaration of Human Rights.

Timing: 3 sessions  
Activity 3.6:Human Rights heroes and heroines

Description: 

Ss read about one Human rights hero or heroine, go deeper into the language of biographies and then produce a summary of one of the biographies in the first person for to later impersonate him or her.

General aim: 

To be able to produce different types of texts,  such as  e-mails and journalistic reports, oral statements and justifications of opinions,  following the structure and type of language required.

To be able to present both orally and in written form the outcomes of the final products assigned.

Procedure: 

· Step 1: Distribute them the cover of the h.3.6.a or better(to save paper) write the names on it onto the board and make them to note the names down. Ask them if they know these people and if not, don’t explain anything just tell them that in this activity they are going to find out about these very remarkable people.
· Step 2: Distribute the characters and biographies among the ss(one per ss). Tell them to follow the correct procedure to read (main ideas. Glossary…)

· Step 3: Reflection on language activity to work on more tenses that appear in these texts.(h.3.6.b).The first two pages are for ss, so give them a copy and they work in pairs: pair them according to the texts that have read.

· Step 4: The rest of the handout is a dossier to be consulted on the main past tenses. This one is like a grammar book. It does not need to be copied for each learner, you could have a few in the class. But if you feel like they should have it you can give it to them.

· Step 5: h.3.6.c Now  following the checklist they work on a character, make a summary in the first person and impersonating him or her talk to the class, The rest of the learners fill in the listening activity.

· Step 6: Following the checklist they write an article about the one of the people in the dossier to be included in the magazine (act 7).This last step could be set up as homework.

Activity 3.7: Our own NGO

Description

Recognizing the main sources of conflict in the world and making decisions about the organization of an NGO.

General aim

To be able to carry out classroom interactions in English, leading to the completion of the required tasks.

Procedure

· Step 1.- Sources of conflict. Fields of work. Students in groups of threes skim some news related to different conflicts in the world found in different sources (newspapers, radio, TV, the Internet) and identify the main needs and fields of action of the different NGOs.

· Step 2.- Choosing our goals. Students in the same groups propose an interesting field of work and give reasons for their choice. In big group decisions are explained and the whole group agrees on the following issues: field of work of the NGO and tasks involved in the design of their NGO (Appendix 3 is provided for the teacher). 

· Step 3.-  Once the tasks are agreed, they proceed with the assignment or the “who makes what”.

Activity 3.8: Our magazine

Description: 

Once students have reflected on the main fields of work of their own NGO they write a magazine in which they can express their aims and their proposals to make a real breakthrough in the fight against the problems of our world.
General aim: 

To make students realize that writing can be used  not only  to entertain but also to communicate  ideas and to make people take action on important issues concerning our lives.
Procedure:
· Step 1: Step 1: students brainstorm ideas on what they think this kind of magazine should include. One of them writes the outcomes on the blackboard.

· Step 2:  students are given a sample of an NGO magazine so that they can analyze its features and basic structure. 

· Step 3: students are given handout 3.8.b. They gather in groups of five and decide “who does what”. 

· Step 4: for students who finish quickly or would like to include something else in their magazine (letters form readers, cartoons...) you will find some proposals on extra activities in Appendix 4.

Description

Writing and delivering a short speech on a particular Human Rights issue

General aim

To become aware of the fact that we have the need to promote and practice tolerance, peace and understanding to be able to live together in an interdependent world as active citizens.
To be able to produce different types of texts,  such as  e-mails and journalistic reports, oral statements and justifications of opinions,  following the structure and type of language required.

Procedure
· Step 1: Write Martin Luther King on the board and let them talk about him  (h3.6 Human Rights heroes and heroines) : Explain the setting of the speech (Appendix 5) .
· Step 2: Play the audio and learners fill in the gaps (h.3.9.a &b). It is also in Encarta  and i9n the following website: http://www.stanford.edu/group/King/
· Step 3: Set the rest of the acts in the handout with them doing the reflection together and letting them share  their answers with the class.

· Step 4: Give them the last page of the handout and let them read the instructions and once they have understood the instructions set a time date for the final presentations.
