



Activity 1.4: “What a story!”





Description: Ss learn about the basic features of stories, genres and what to consider when writing a story.


General aim


To read stories and learn the basic features they are made of.


To reflect upon what is necessary to write a story.


To write a story taking into consideration all the different aspects learnt in the activity.


Procedure


Step 1: Ss are given 5 different extract from 5 different stories. They have to classify them according to genre and match them with 5 musical excerpts.


Step 2: With the help of the extracts, they analyze the features of a story and make a story planner.


Step 3:Ss are given 2 scrambled stories. They have to write them correctly; decide what kind of stories they are; give them a title and begin or finish the stories.


Step 4: Reflection on language. Ss are given a short story without punctuation marks. They have to insert the correct marks and arrange the story in the story planner. They also reflect on what each part of the speech is used for.


Step 5: Each S writes his/her own story using the story planner. When the story is ready, they go through the checklist and check all the aspects in the list.
