Learning Stations

As a beginning we should state what we understand by “Learning Stations”.

“Learning Stations” is a working dynamics that:

· Fosters autonomous work and self-assessment,

· Encourages students’ control of own progress, 

· Fosters cooperative work 

· Allows teacher monitoring students’ progress and outcomes

· Allows a more profitable way of organising classroom resources

· Encourages negotiating tasks, timing and evaluation

Therefore as a “dynamics” will be more or less successful depending on:

· Students’ training (the longer they work through LS the better they perform)

· Groups’ needs and demands (some groups will be more “into it” that others)

This document will try to reflect on how any unit or didactic sequence can be adapted to be worked through LS.

Features of the activities:

· Activities that can be handled either individually or in small group

· Activities involving self or peer-correction, so the presence of the teacher is diminished.

· Activities that involve diverse learning and language skills
