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The 1950s was the decade spanning the years 1950 to 1959. 

Social, cultural and  political movements

· The Cold war which began at the end of the previous decade as a geopolitical , ideological and economic struggle between the Soviet Union and the United staes, intensifed.

During this time the Warsaw Pact( defense organistaion of the countries under Soviet rule and influence) and the NATO ( western democracies defense organisation) were founded.

Nuclear testing also intensified.

But tensions within the Eastern bloc also rose up leading to the Hungarian revolution in 1956 which ended with Soviet intervention.

· In 1959 Cuban revolutionaries led by Fidel castro took power in Cuba finishing Fulgencio Batista’s corrupt regime.

· The European Union was born under the name of European Common Market, on March 25 1957  by the signing of the Treaty of Rome between Italy, France, West Germany, Belgium, The Netherlands and Luxembourg.

· The first Sputnik satellite was launched in 1957.

· Television replaced radio as the dominant mass medium in industrialized countries.

· In Literature beatniks, or the beat generation, was an anti-materialistic movement whose main writers were American: Jack Kerouac, J.D. Salinger.

Music

· Traditional pop music such as the bebop era of jazz hit its peak and climaxed as early rock and roll music led by Elvis Presley was embraced by teenagers and the emerging youth culture Rock music was generally dismissed or condemned by older generations. Other prominent rock and roll musicians inclued Paul Anka, Chuck Berry, Bo Diddley, Buddy Holly, Jerry Lee Lewis and Little Richard.

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The 1960s decade refers to the years from January 1, 1960 to December 31, 1969, inclusive. 

Social, cultural and  political movements 

· The Sixties has also come to refer to the cultural and political events which occurred in approximately that period, in Western countries, particularly Britain, France, the United States and West Germany. Social upheaval was not limited to just these nations, reaching large scale in nations such as Japan, Mexico and Canada as well. The term is used both nostalgically by those who participated in those events, and pejoratively by those who regard the time as a period whose harmful effects are still being felt today. The decade was also labeled the Swinging Sixties because of the  attitudes that emerged during the decade.

· Some of the most dramatic events of the American civil rights movement occurred in the early 1960s, the movement had already begun  during the 1950s. On the other hand, the rise of feminism and gay rights began in the 1960s and continued into the next few decades..The "Sixties" has become synonymous with all the new, exciting, radical, subversive and/or dangerous (according to one's viewpoint) events and trends of the period, which continued to develop in the 1970s, 1980s and beyond.

· This is also the decade of American intervention in Vietnam, the assassination of Presidents J.F. Kennedy in 1963 , his brother Attorney General Robert Kennedy and Civil Rights Movement’s leader Martin Luther King both in 1968.

· This momentuous decade finished with the first tripulated spaceship landing on ther Moon in July 1969.

Music

· Popular music entered an era of "all hits" as numerous singers released recordings, beginning in the 1950s, as 45-rpm "singles" (with another on the flip side), and radio stations tended to play only the most popular of the wide variety of records being made. Also, bands tended to record only the best of their songs as a chance to become a hit record. The developments of the Motown Sound, "folk rock" and the British Invasion of bands from the U.K. (The Beatles, The Rolling Stones, and so on), are major examples of American listeners expanding from the folksinger,and rocka nd roll of the 1950s and evolving to include psychedelia music.
· The rise of an alternative culture among affluent youth, creating a huge market    for rock and blues music produced by drug-culture influenced bands such as The Beatles, the Rolling Stones, Jefferson Airplane, Jimi Hendrix Experience and The Doors, and also for radical music in the folk tradition pioneered by Bob Dylan.

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The 1970s decade refers to the years from 1970 to 1979, inclusive. 

Social, cultural and  political movements 

· In the Western world, the focus shifted from the social activism of the sixties to social activities simply for one's own pleasure, save for environmentalism, which continued in a very visible way. The seventies were characterized by the writer Tom Wolfe as the "Me Decade."

· The established institutions of nuclear family, religion and trust in government continued to lose ground during this time. Major developments of the sexual revolution included the awareness of the impact of contraceptive pills on relationships, and an increase in divorce rates, single parent households, and pre-marital sex. By the end of the decade the feminist movement had helped improve women's working conditions. The Gay Rights movement gained prominence and the hippie culture started in the 1960s peaked and carried on through the end of the decade. 

· The United States' withdrew from Vietnam and in economis while the United States experienced recession, the economy of Japan rose. The economies of many third world countries continued to make steady progress in the early 1970s. They might have thrived and become stable in the way that Europe recovered after the war; however, the economic growth was slowed by the oil crisis.
Music

· The seventies were a time when a new generation of young people were exposed to new media and hence newer ideas in almost every field. TV and motion picture brought to varied audiences images, lifestyles and music from diverse regions and peoples. This led to the emergence of a new vocabulary and experimentation in music. and later influenced both art rock and progressive rock as well as the punk rock and new wave genres. The main exponents of progressive rock include Genesis, Yes, Emerson, Lake & Palmer and Pink Floyd. 

· The seventies were also when many legendary rock bands started, or hit their peak, including Led Zeppeling, Queen, The Who, The Rolling Stones, The Doors…
· Another experimentation in European classical music was brought about by composer Philip Glass and Michael Nyman, with what was to be called Minimalist music. 
· The Seventies will be also remembered for the rise in disco music. Singers like Donna Summer, Gloria Gaynor, Dalida and Anita Ward popularized the genre and were described in subsequent decades as the "disco divas." The Village People scored a Top Ten hit with "Y.M.C.A." and the Bee Gees had a string of number 1s following their collaboration on the Saturday Night Fever soundtrack.
· The mid-seventies saw the rise of punk music :The Ramones, the Sex Pistols, and The Clash were some of the earliest bands to make it big in both the United Kingdom and the United States. Punk music has also been heavily associated with a certain punk fashion and absurdist humor which exemplified a genuine suspicion of mainstream culture and values 

· Towards the end of the decade, Jamaican reggae music, already popular in the Caribbean and Africa since the early 1970s, became very popular in the U.S. and in Europe, mostly because of reggae superstar and legend Bob Marley as well as his band, The Wailers.

Social, cultural and  political movements
· Like the 1960s, the decade was an era of frantic change, characterised by political and economic decentralisation, especially in Political events of the 1980s culminated in the toppling of military governments and authoritarian regimes, and the downfall of the military juntas of Brazil, Chile, Uruguay and Argentina. In most of the third world, the decade was characterized by debt crisis that began in 1982.

· The end of the decade  also saw massive democratic revolutions like the Tiananmen Square protests of 1989 in China, the Czechoslovak velvet revolution, and the overthrow of the dictatorial regime in Romania and other communist Warsaw Pact states in Central and Eastern Europe. These changes continued to be felt in the 1990s and on into the 21st Century.

· The 1980s are also generally considered to be the transition between the industrial and information ages. The 1980s saw rapid developments in numerous sectors of technology which have defined the modern consumer world. Electronics such as personal computers, gaming systems, the first commercially available hand-held mobile phones, and new audio and data storage technologies such as the compact disc, are all still prominent well into the 2000s. On the strength of their high-technology industries, the Japanese economy soared to record highs in the 1980s.
· The decade was one of contrasts. Whilst yuppies reigned over the world's stock exchanges, social consciences were much in evidence: celebrities gathered to record major charity records and perform major charity concerts such as Live Aid; environmental concerns became ever more pressing in the wake of the Chernobyl disaster; and political correctness became common verbal and ideological currency. 

Music

· In the United States, MTV is launched and music videos begin to have a huge effect on the record industry. Early eighties groups such as Devo and Haircut 100 are pioneers. Pop artists such as Madonna and Michael Jackson master the format and turn it into big business. 
· The sounds of new technology, synthesizers and electronic keyboards, along with drum machines, lend an electronic, distinct sound to most 1980s records. 

· Top-charting artists of the 1980s include The Police,Lionel Richie,  Dire Straits, Duran Duran, Van Halen, Phil Collins,, Bryan Adams, Queen, U2, Madonna, Cyndi Lauper, Cher, Tina Turner, Bruce Springsteen,  Prince, Michael Jackson, Janet Jackson, Whitney Houston, Beastie Boys, and Bon Jovi.

· Music styles such as hip- hop and rap bbecome hugely popular.

The 1990s decade refers to the years from 1990 to 1999, inclusive

Social, cultural and  political movements

· The 1990s were marked with rapid progression of globalization and global capitalism following the collapse of the Soviet Union and the end of the Cold War. Key forces shaping the decade were the and popularization of personal computers in the early 1990s and the dot-com boom and rise of the Internet in the late 1990s.
· The first terrorist attack on American soil took place in the World Trade Center on February 26, 1993 from two Egyptian suspects to have ties with Al-Qaeda under Osama Bin Laden; later the suspect of twin-bombings of two US embassies in Africa (Nairobi, Kenya and Dar Es Saleem, Tanzania on August 21, 1998 and President Clinton authorized missile attacks on Al-Qaeda training camps in Afghanistan as well bin Laden's factories in Sudan, but this failed to alter the radical Islamic terror campaign. 
· Youth culture in the 1990s was characterized by environmentalism, anti-globalization in some parts and entrepreneurship. Fashions were often individualistic, tattoos and body piercing gained popularity and "retro" styles inspired by fashions of the 1960s and 1970s were also prevalent. As Hispanic culture grows in the US, other Latin music genres took root, like Tejano music in the Southwest US is a mixed Mexican conjunto (accordion based)-Texan country-modern pop music.

Social, cultural and  political movements

· Thus far, the 2000s has generally been marked with an escalation of the social issues of the 1990s, which included the increasing awareness of terrorism and the rapid expansion of economic globalization. Communications and telecommunications have advanced drastically, with the widespread proliferation of the Internet and mobile phones, among other things.

· Most major political developments in the 2000s revolved around the War on Terrorism, which was triggered by the September 11, 2001 Attacks and the Moscow Theatre Siege, and led to the American war in Iraq. These and other events have dominated the news almost daily, including the many controversies regarding their consequences and justifications. The Iraq War, launched in 2003, has generated extreme controversy around the world, with many questioning its justification or questioning the United States' motives. Tensions have escalated in the Middle East regarding the War in Iraq, the Iranian nuclear crisis, Israel's month-long war against Hezbollah in July 20006, and the election of Hamas in Israeli-occupied Palestine. North Korea has generated a nuclear crisis of its own by withdrawing from the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty and its reporting of a successful nuclear test.

· Economic developments have largely focused on the explosion of Asia's economic and political potential, with China experiencing immense economic growth, moving toward the status of a regional power and billion-consumer market. India, along with many other developing countries, has seen a rapid increase in its economy, accelerated by increased technological integration with the economies of more developed countries. 

Music

· Hip-Hop is the most popular musical genre with the youth, replacing rock and roll. Artists such as Kanye West, Outkast, Lil Jon, 50 Cent, Nelly, and Eminem were the dominant hip-hop artists that defined the hip-hop genre in this decade thus far. 
· Some styles of the 1990s remain strong and even trendy. The teenager pop genre changed into a more adult-alternative or pop-rock oriented sound early on in the decade. In 2002, a new "teen pop rock" movement began. With singers such as Avril Lavigne and Vanessa Carlton. Circa mid to late 2000s genres are merging more and more and it's the songs that combine hip-hop/pop/r&b (for example Promiscuous , SexyBack, SOS , My Love, ondon Bridge).
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
