



Activity 1.1: “Myth Quest”





Description: Students will have to complete information about different world mythologies through an information gap activity





General aim: To help students become aware of the fact that different cultures built their own cosmogony and the common features of some of them.





Step 1: Teachers distribute information about different deities belonging to different cultures among students .(� HYPERLINK "h.1.1.a  Myths.doc" ��H.1.1.a�)


Step 2:  Students have to find their “kins” or “members of the same cosmogony or pantheon.


Step 3: With the different pieces of information, and in the groups of each mythology, by changing subject (1st person) or tense, they have to rebuild the story, making each of the deities or spirits play their part to explain the main myths to the rest of the groups.


Step 4:  Finally they present or represent the stories to the rest of the group and they have to fill in the given chart. (� HYPERLINK "h.1.1.b  Myths-Chart.doc" ��H.1.1.b�)
