



Activity 1.6: “Researching different world beliefs”


Description


After carrying out the individual research in the previous activity Ss are going to present it to their peers, and assess others’ outcomes.





General aim


To be able to present both orally and in written form their outcomes.


To develop and practice abilities to communicate their findings in an effective way. 


To be able to develop critical judgment about his/her own and others performance.





Procedure


Step 1: Using the planning designed Ss are going to undertake the research of the chosen major religion.


Step 2: They’ll present it orally to their peers with the help of any kind of visual: posters, PPP,……It’s advisable to negotiate with them a checklist for the presentation (answer key 1.6).
