( ACTIVITY 1.8: Organizing the Debate


A debate is an organised discussion about a particular subject on which people have different views. 

In a debate, participants listen to the others’ opinions and provide/give their own one, trying to emphasize the points of agreement and opposition.

As regards the disagreements, each person is asked to build a discourse with strong and relevant arguments which will lead the others to his/her conclusion.

Debates are organised within a particular framework. You, as participants, have to decide on:

· The topic you are going to discuss on.

· How long it is going on.

· The number of participants.

· The speaking order.

· The chairperson.

· The audience.

You must always have in mind that a debate gives you an excellent opportunity to learn about the others’ different positions and opinions about an issue. That’s why the most important thing here is never to forget that the other person can be right. 

All the participants need to have a chance to listen to the others’ reasons and provide their ones in turn.

Nevertheless, we are talking about defending opposing views because in a debate you must support your perspective and defend it with arguments. 

Arguments must be well-supported, this is: adequate to the thesis they support, consistent, logical and strong. They must be prepared to rebut the others’ arguments. 

Your speech may be fully prepared: in general, it is better if your ‘strongest’ arguments come in the beginning and in the end of your speech. But in debating you must be ready to alter your planned statements to rebut the others’ positions. You must anticipate what their arguments will be. If the issue debated allows different perspectives, it means that there are no definitive arguments. Every argument, strong as it is, will have a counterargument.

In a debate it is very import to know how to refute because it allows you to disagree using the others’ arguments.

Debating etiquette

There are some good behaviour rules to be followed to carry out a debate:

· While a speaker is speaking she or he should not be interrupted. This includes the audience or the other team making any kind of comment or any disruptive behaviour.

· Speakers should sit down after their maximum time has expired.

· At the end of the debate: 

· The losing team congratulates de winning team, thanking them for the debate. 

· The winning team thanks the spokesperson, the timekeeper and the audience. 

· Both teams shake hands.
