



Activity 2.8: “A Philosophical puzzle”





Description: Holding a contest to determine which one is the cleverest answer to philosophical real cases and questions.





General aim: 


To reflect upon world and everyday life issues  with an open and critical view, researching and holding our own stand from an ethical point of view.


To be able to produce different types of texts,  such as  argumentative texts expressing and justifying opinions as well as opinion essays.


To be able to develop critical judgment and to hold one’s own ideas.





Procedure


Step 1: Group them in threes and distribute � HYPERLINK "h.2.8 A philosophical puzzle.doc" ��handout 2.8� . Let learners read it. Help them with any problem they may have with the text or with the procedure of the activity.


Step 2: Work on the criteria to decide the best answer and then let them make a superpower card from activity 2 for the winners to be given as a  diploma.
