Philosophy is a discipline includes  many aspects or fields of study.

Metaphysics is the study of the nature of reality.  If you've encountered the word "metaphysics" in the media, then you might think it has to do with the strange, that which is "beyond the physical", way out there.  In philosophy, metaphysics simply involves the investigation of reality, the strange and the ordinary, all that is "really real". Contrast the following metaphysical questions with questions from daily life:

- Daily life:  Do you really love me?

- Metaphysics:  Is God real?

- Daily life:  What's the real problem with my car?

- Metaphysics:  Is all of reality one kind of thing?

- Daily life:   What should we do after school? 

- Metaphysics:  Is there life after death?  

All these questions are metaphysical because they involve issues that relate to the general features, odd or normal, of reality.

Epistemology is the study of the nature of the knowledge process.  In daily life, we ask small questions about what, and how, we gain knowledge.  Philosophers involved in epistemology ask large questions, universal questions, about the knowledge process.  Contrast the following:

- Daily life:  How do you know that is the correct answer to the test question?

- Epistemology:  Can the mind know anything?

- Daily life:  Did you know that John called today?  

- Epistemology:  Does all knowledge begin with data gained by the senses?

- Daily life:  What is the best way to learn more about this computer?

- Epistemology:  What, if anything, can humans know for certain?

Questions about knowledge in daily life usually apply to a limited range of issues.  Questions about knowledge in epistemology are general, apply to everyone at all times.

Ethics is the study of the nature of right and wrong human actions.  In ethics, philosophers ask questions about morality and immorality, about what humans should, and should not, do.  Contrast the following ethical questions, with questions from daily life:

- Daily life:  Is it right for me to eat all the cookies?

- Ethics:  Is selfishness ever right?

- Daily life:  What are the teacher's rules?

- Ethics:  What is the source of moral values?

- Daily life:  Should I lie?

- Ethics:  Should anyone ever lie? 

In daily life, when we are concerned with morality, we ask particular questions about individuals or events.  In ethics, we ask universal questions about what is right or wrong for anyone.
