



Activity 3.7: “The world map of democracy”


Description: Learners taking as an example the transatlantic slave trade analyse undemocratic deeds nowadays and draw conclusions regarding which countries respect the human rights lying at the core of democracy and which ones don’t. 


General aim: 


To understand Politics as  an attempt to organize human society in the best possible way.. 


To reflect on issues with regard to Politics:


Analysing the relationship between Politics and Philosophy


Understanding democracy 


Holding democratic values and attitudes


To understand the processes behind Human History


To be able to get, process and share information from sources in English, written and audiovisual and/or on-line.


To be able to develop critical judgment and to hold one’s own ideas.


Procedure


Step 1� HYPERLINK "h.3.7.a Slavery across time and place.doc" ��: h.3.7.a� Matching texts and pictures about slavery through time.


Step 2� HYPERLINK "h.3.7.b The Transtlantic slave trade.doc" ��: h.3.7.b� Listening tasks, first the text and they look at the map, and make a bit of conversation in the class. After listen to the song and watch the video from You Tube, just clicking on the link provided on the handout. Then they are going to listen to an explanation of the Triangular trade and match each episode with a picture and one of the headlines. Finally they will write and illustrate with some of the pictures a summary of it. 


Step 3� HYPERLINK "h.3.7.c A World map of democracy.doc" ��: h.3.7.c� Watch the film Children in the ranks, by clicking in the link again, is a short film about a boy who used to be a soldier and now lives in the USA. After that there is matching exercise with forms of government and its description, then deciding whether is a democracy or not and then thinking of countries as an example.


Step 4: Choosing an issue that worries them  or that they have been hearing about quite   a lot lately in the news, on the papers, in the web…


Researching about it and describing it, then  showing on a map of the world where these things are actually happening and which kind of governments are propitiating that sort of thing and preparing a world map reflecting the global situation regarding that issue or problem.
