



Activity 3.8: “Democracy in action: a School Parliament”





Description: Learners design the tasks a school Parliament should accomplish, create political parties and hold three Parliamentary sessions in which they have to present, debate and approve of school rules.





General aim: 


To understand Politics as an attempt to organize human society in the best possible way.. 


To reflect on issues with regard to Politics:


Analysing the relationship between Politics and Philosophy


Understanding democracy 


Holding democratic values and attitudes


To be able to present both orally and in written form the outcomes of the final products assigned.


To be able to develop critical judgment and to hold one’s own ideas. 





Procedure


Step 1: � HYPERLINK "h.3.8.a School Parliament.doc" ��h.3.8.a� Students in groups brainstorm the tasks a Parliament carries out (from act 2) and then translate those tasks to the school context.


Step 2: They create political parties and following the guidelines and using the handouts in � HYPERLINK "h.3.8. b Motions and bills of law.doc" ��h.3.8.b� hold three parliamentary sessions to present, debate and approve laws.
