	What MPs do

The UK public elects Members of Parliament (MPs) to represent their interests in the House of Commons. MPs are involved in considering and proposing new laws, and can use their position to ask government ministers questions about current issues.


MPs split their time between working in Parliament itself, working in the constituency that elected them, and working for their political party. Some MPs from the ruling party become government ministers with specific responsibilities in certain areas, such as Health or Defence.

Political philosophy is the study of how we organize our societies-both the way we actually do this, and the way we might do it better.

Philosophers have concerned themselves with politics since at least the time of the ancient Greeks. Plato’s Republic, which explained the great thinker’s vision of how an ideal political community might function, was the hugely influential and controversial opening to a debate that continues right up to the present day. Philosophers have tried to answer the fundamental question that underlies all political thought: how are we to live together?
Political thought/thinking is the science that studies the way societies are organized and also how to improve that organization. 

Thinkers have worried about politics from the ancient Greeks on. Plat’s republic, a book that explained his idea of  how society could work, was the beginning of a controversy that is going on today. Thinkers aim to answer the basic question under all political thinking: how can we live together?

A few weeks later, the bill has its second reading and is debated. A vote is taken, and if a majority approves of the bill, it is passed.








A bill then goes to a parliamentary committee, so that changes to it can be discussed and made.








The next stage is the report stage. The committee send a report to the House with all its changes. These changes or amendments are either approved or changed again.








Next the bill receives its third reading. Again there is a debate on the bill, and a vote is taken.








Once the House of Commons has approved each bill at all three readings, it is then passed to the House of Lords to go through the same stages as in the House of commons. 





When it is approved by both Houses a bill is given royal assent by a royal commissions, representing the monarch. The bill then becomes a law, and comes into force. This is known as an Act of Parliament.





When a bill has been drafted and put carefully in written form, it is discussed by the Cabinet.
